This is
the amount of money that would have been collected
in 2010 based on the 2010 maximum levy and this
money was 1in excess of what was supposed to have
been collected. Now either someone overpaid or
paid ahead or whatever, but anyway we collected
523,000 plus more than what was necessary. So
what the Auditor does and what the Division of
Local Government Finance Representative does, they
have you put that in a separate fund for that year
and you hold it until the next year. And then the
following year when the, the Division of Local
Government Finance Representative figures your
budget he subtracts that amount, and in this case
it’s Transportation Fund, subtracts that from your
Maximum Transportation Levy and then that is to be
transferred tc the Transportation Fund sometime
during the following year, which in this case it
would be this vear, 2011. Does that answer your
question?
